	Key Purpose of Post

	Complement the professional work of teachers of the deaf, provide support and implement agreed programmes of work taking responsibility for agreed learning activities for deaf pupils under an agreed system of supervision
This may involve planning, preparing and delivering learning activities for individuals/groups or short term for whole classes, and monitoring pupils and assessing, recording and reporting on pupil’s achievement, progress and development.
Provide support, advice and teaching, acting as a positive deaf role model for all pupils in the school / setting and with families, promoting deaf awareness and an understanding of Deaf culture throughout the school / setting and homes and the associated local community.

	Main Responsibilities of Post

	· Manage a caseload of deaf children ensuring regular visits, support and advice to promote the development of language and communication. Providing advice and guidance to professionals and families.

· Assess the needs of pupils and use detailed knowledge and BSL (British Sign
           Language) skills to support pupils’ learning, language and communication
          development and liaise with managers, teaching staff and support staff to support 
           the use of BSL in schools and homes.

· Plan and deliver specialist training (such as BSL and Deaf Awareness) to a range of professionals and or parents / carers to support the understanding of Deaf children’s language, communication and learning.
· Promote the inclusion and acceptance of all pupils within the classroom and adopt an attachment aware and trauma informed approach in all interactions with pupils, promoting positive wellbeing and positive emotional regulation.  
· Plan and deliver BSL lessons to pupils to level 3 (Signature) in a range of schools and to assess and monitor progress of learning in this area provide feedback to pupils in relation to progress and achievement.
· Plan and deliver learning activities to pupils within agreed system of supervision, adjusting activities according to pupil responses/needs. Produce, organise and manage appropriate learning environments and resources including the production of lesson plans, worksheets and resources as necessary.

· Monitor and evaluate pupils progress through assessment, observation and planned recording.  Provide objective and accurate feedback and reports as required, to the teacher on pupil achievement, progress and other matters, ensuring the availability of appropriate evidence.
· Liaise sensitively and effectively with parents, carers and professionals as agreed with the teacher of the deaf and participate in meetings as appropriate.
· Plan and deliver specialist curricula or programmes to support the social and emotional development and wellbeing of deaf pupils. 
· Contribute to assessment and annual review of EHCPs, providing advice, reports and attending meetings when required.
· Attend and participate in regular meetings and participate in training and other learning activities as required.
· Deliver and undertake planned supervision of pupils’ in out of school learning activities within guidelines established by the school. Supervise pupils on visits, trips and out of school activities as required.
· Use ICT effectively to support planning, development of resources and delivery of learning activities.

· Contribute to the overall ethos, work and aims of the school and the Children’s Sensory and Physical Needs Team. Including adherence to all policies and processes in relation to teaching and learning, language and communication and safeguarding.
· Any additional duties as directed by the senior leadership team of the Children’s
          Sensory and Physical Needs Service.
